1. Set Introduction
Before showing the video, take some time to briefly talk to your students about how they view failure. Ask specific questions in regard to failure:
· Is failure a bad thing?
· Is failure something that happens to all people?
· Do successful people fail?
· Can a failure lead to a success?
	Carry a brief discussion with the class and ask any other questions you can think of.

2. Show Video
Play the online video in a manner that all the students can watch it together (projector, TV). Ask the students to, while watching the video, think about some of the things they’ve failed at. Ask the following questions after the video:
· When the various people in the video discuss their failures, what is their initial reaction? Are they ashamed? Humiliated?
· After 1994, when all the Honda racing engines were failing, what did the company do? Did they give up? What was the result?
· What are some of the failures you thought of from your past? After failing, did you give up or try again? Did you find success? Are you still trying to find success?

3. Answer Questions
After a brief discussion of these questions, follow with some clear-cut answers and other real-world examples the students can relate to.

4. Hold a Discussion
“As a student, a teacher, an engineer, a business owner, an architect or any other profession that you choose, there will always be times in your life when you will fail or not meet the expectations of others. This is a key part of the learning experience. What makes a difference is how you perceive and approach those failures and what you do afterwards. Always learn from your mistakes,” said Danica Patrick, the IndyCar driver, in the beginning of the video. She became the first female driver to win an IndyCar race, in 2008. As mentioned in the video, Honda is now the sole provider of engines to IndyCar, and Honda thankfully no longer makes orange Civics! When you think about failures from your own life, whether it is a bad grade on a test or something else, it is important to think about how you can do better the next time.

5. Assignment
After the discussion, ask your students to write down two things they have failed at and then two things they can do to improve in the future.

Progress Monitoring:
· The instructor will need to monitor the classroom, checking students’ work and ensuring students are on task and following directions.
· Ensure students store their projects at the end of class and leave all materials in the room.
At the end of the activity, post student projects in the room and provide appropriate feedback.
