1. Set Introduction
This will be the last experiment within communications. Take the first 10-15 minutes to review everything that has been covered so far. If any of your students are still struggling with certain concepts you may want to take this time to go back over them or offer outside help after school.

2. Review

After this has been completed, use your projector (if available) to open a word processor and show your students how to properly outline a technical report. This will help to clarify any questions they may have when creating their own reports.

3. Grading

4. Student Time
