	Resonance
	The way sound vibrations are strengthened and continue inside an instrument’s body.
	The hollow wooden body of the ukulele increases resonance, giving the notes a fuller sound.

	Pitch
	How high or low a sound is.
	Tightening the ukulele string raises its pitch, while loosening it lowers the tone.

	Frequency
	The number of sound vibrations per second; higher frequency means higher pitch.
	The ukulele’s A string has a higher frequency than the G string.

	Vibration
	A back-and-forth movement that produces sound.
	When a player plucks a string, the vibration travels through the ukulele’s body.

	Acoustics
	The way sound behaves in a space or instrument.
	The classroom’s acoustics made the ukulele sound louder than usual.

	Timbre
	The unique tone quality or color of a sound.
	The ukulele’s timbre is brighter and lighter than a guitar’s.

	Volume
	The loudness or softness of a sound.
	Strumming harder increases the ukulele’s volume.

	Amplitude
	The height of a sound wave, which affects volume.
	A stronger strum creates greater amplitude, producing a louder sound.

	Tone
	The character or quality of a musical sound.
	The ukulele’s tone changes depending on the type of wood used.

	Harmonics
	Overtones that occur when strings vibrate in certain patterns, adding richness to the sound.
	Advanced players use harmonics to create bell-like tones on the ukulele.

	Sustain
	How long a note continues after being played.
	A wooden ukulele often has longer sustained than a plastic one.

	Resonant Chamber
	The hollow part of an instrument that amplifies sound.
	The ukulele’s resonant chamber helps project the sound outward.

	Dynamics
	The changes in loudness and softness in music.
	The performer used dynamics to make the ukulele solo more expressive.
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
